3. Complete this Swing challenge
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We have a Fimble coming to stay, who needs something exciting to play with. Could you make a swing for our Fimble?

Levels of difficulty:

Level 1 5 
Make a swing for a Fimble
Level 2 5 
As level 1, with a seat belt
Level 3 5 
As level 2, and the Fimble can swing really high! 

5 = Suitable for 5 year olds
Approach: 
How does a swing work? Can you make one out of K’NEX? How will you make a seat big enough for a Fimble? How will you make it swing? 

For level 2, how can you make sure the Fimble can’t fall out of the swing? 

For level 3, push your Fimble back in the swing until it is facing the ground, and then let go. If your swing breaks or falls over, how can you improve the swing to stop this happening? 
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Hint L3 - You can connect two purple connectors to each other; a blue connector to a purple (as shown); or two blue connectors to each other (not shown). 








Hint L2 - Strong K’NEX structures may be built using squares and right-angle triangles
